1 bag per animal stall is 
required. Outside shavings will not be permitted on the complex grounds.

Great Classes 
Versatility: Versatility is designed to show the qualities and abilities of a donkey 3 years or 
older in three distinctive disciplines: Driving, Halter and Jumping. This is a championship class! 
 
Pre-Green Hunter: This class is designed to prepare pre-green animals for in-hand jumping. 
This class is judged on style, manners, and way of going with preference given to those 
donkeys who cover the course at an even pace, with free flowing strides as in a brisk trot or 
canter, but must maintain same gait throughout the entire course. The jump height is 3 to 6 
inches off the ground.

Divisions 

 
Pee-Wee: Exhibitors 5 years or younger, may participate in Pee-Wee classes. Classes are 
judged but not placed.  This exhibitor may either show in Pee-Wee or Sub-Youth but not in 
both. 
Sub-Youth: Exhibitors 10 years or younger. They may compete in all sub-youth and halter 
classes, except Jack classes. High Point is determined on a 1 person/1 animal combination. If 
exhibitor is showing multiple animals the combination for high point must be designated on 
entry form. 
Youth: Exhibitors 11-18 years of age. They may compete in all Youth classes and halter 
classes, except Jack classes. High Point is tallied on a one Youth/one animal combination. If 
exhibitor is showing multiple animals the combination for high point must be designated on 
entry form. 
Pre-Green: To be entered in a Pre-Green Performance class a donkey must be under three 
years of age. 
Green:  This division is designated specifically for mature animals learning the skills necessary 
for performance classes. Animal must be at least 3 years old. Animals may not be shown in 
green for more than 2 calendar years. See rule book for complete green rules and eligibility. 
Open: Animals over 3 years age competing in performance events. 
 
Ages are determined as of January 1st for donkeys and exhibitors.
